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What this study adds:
· The quality of student argument with the ADI model differed significantly from the ADIS model. 
· The students in the ADIS class were better at providing sufficient data to support claims and coherent causal explanations to explain a certain phenomenon, and at organizing accurate rhetorical references when expressing data compared to the students in the ADI class. 
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
